Annual Meeting
Over 200 people attended the Plattsmouth Chamber annual meeting and banquet in early
February. State Chamber President, Barry Kennedy, was the featured speaker. He challenged
Plattsmouth to continue to make its mark as a progressive business and retail community.
Once again, a popular part of the banquet was the “Chamber Year in Review” slide show. This
was a photo gallery, over 150 photos, of chamber activities, taken during the year by Executive
Director Jeanene Wehrbein, and put together by chamber member Jeanne Raises of
Advanced American Technologies, Inc. Recognition awards were given: Benefactor Club,
seven business improvement awards and 18 membership awards.

Wife, Carol, whom he married in 1953 in Johnson, Nebraska, does the bookkeeping and other
office duties. This is truly a family business...at its best.
2007 Chamber Booster Awards — 1) Mark Tincher, owner of Tincher Auto Mall. Through his
personal business involvement, he has major economic development goals for his hometown
community. His financial contributions to chamber events are many, including his annual
donation of a Hole in One car for the chamber golf tournament. 2) Cass County Bank
Employees. The bank officers and its employees have provided much assistance to the
chamber during the past year. Hosting Santa Land and providing treats for the children,
sponsoring Cruisin’ Main shirts, buying Rollin’ on the River tee shirts for bank employees to
wear and always purchasing at least one corporate table for chamber events.

Ribbon Cuttings
Twenty-five businesses joined the Plattsmouth Chamber
making total membership at the end of the year at well
over 230 members. Numerous ribbon-cutting ceremonies
were held to welcome the new members. Three “welcome
coffees” were also held at the chamber office. Each new
business member was given a “First Dollar of Profit”
certificate, suitable for hanging in their place of business.

Business to Business Luncheons
The monthly Business to Business luncheons continue to be a popular gathering of a broad
cross-section of business people. Held on the fourth Thursday of each month in the
Plattsmouth State Bank’s community room, an average of 25-35 people gathered at noon for
the one-hour forum to hear topics ranging from real estate values and economic development
opportunities to pandemic flu. Local eateries take turns catering the lunch. The Chamber is
always looking for ideas for luncheon topics and encourages Chamber members to call the
chamber office with suggestions.

Bulk Permit Use
Each year, more members use the chamber’s bulk permit. In 2007, we determined about
24,000 pieces of mail used the special permit stamp...at a savings of $3,520 to our members..



Boy Scouts
The Chamber extends a big thank you to members of Cub Scout
Pack #477 for their hard work in beautifying the downtown area.
Each spring, as a part of the annual “City Clean-Up Week,” the
youngsters bring their brooms and sweep the downtown sidewalk
area. In addition, they plant dozens of petunias in the flower pots
lining our Main Street area as well as the oblong flower box at the
chamber office on Washington Ave. Each year, the chamber
purchases dozens of flats of flowers and Troop #477 plants them.

Golf Tournament
The highly successful Plattsmouth Chamber Golf Tournament was held on Friday, June 1st at
Bay Hills Golf Course. Seventeen teams competed in three flights. Besides the usual
fundraising activities, a 50-50 putting contest, pro-assist hole and the skins game were added.
There were 41 hole sponsors and $660 in chamber bucks were given as prize money to the top
winners. This activity is an important part of our fundraising budget as we cleared over $4,200
at this annual event...

Miss Plattsmouth
Nicolette Green, the daughter of Sonja and Bernie Endorf, was crowned Miss
Plattsmouth during the annual “Rollin’ on the River” event down at the river.
She won a $500 college scholarship, jeweled crown and charm bracelet from
the chamber and represented our town at the Miss Cass County contest
during this year's Cass County Fair. Plattsmouth Chamber was her sponsor.
For the second year in a row, Miss Plattsmouth went on to win the title of Miss
Cass County. Nicolette is a 2007 high school graduate and is a freshman at
the University of Nebraska-Lincoln.

Bowling Fun-Nite
Anytime you get a group of chamber friends together, it's always a lot of fun. That was the case
in late March when 10 teams completed in this year's Chamber Bowling Fun-Nite at Hollywood
Diner/Starz & Strikes Bowling Alley. Great food, beverages, raffle drawings, dozens of door
prizes, and special feats, like bowling sideways was enjoyed by all. First Nebraska Title &
Escrow was the top bowling prize team.

Come Downtow n and “Cruise Main”
A bigger crowd than ever before came to this year’s “Crusin’
Main Street” on the first Friday night in October. Over two
dozen businesses held open houses; a '50 costume contest
brought out the poodle skirts and rolled-up jeans and a
blocked-off area of Main Street (six city blocks) was the
location for a very successful “Show & Shine” Car Show
with almost 250 cars. Rock ‘n roll music could be heard
throughout the downtown area. Once again, the
Plattsmouth Senior Center sponsored the soup supper.
Southeast Nebraska and western lowa car enthusiasts
indicate they’d be back again next year. Plattsmouth Main Street Association joins the chamber
in co-sponsoring this popular event.



Hallowe en Treats Parade
About 500 children and parents took part in the Halloween costume judging contest and
parade down Main Street and enjoyed the free treats given out by Plattsmouth merchants. PHS
students helped volunteers with judging. The chamber presented trophies to the top costumed
winners in five age groups. A special trophy was given for the best Wizard of Oz costume.

Anchors Aweigh
A new chamber event took place in the fall. Instead of having the annual fundraising auction,
chamber members and guests enjoyed a river cruise on Sept. 13th, on the popular River City
Star River Boat. Everyone gathered at Miller's Landing in downtown Omaha then boarded the
boat to cruise down the majestic Missouri River for a three-hour boat ride, complete with food,
music and great networking with our friends. A good-sized list of corporate sponsors supple-
mented the revenue from ticket sales to make this event a profitable fundraiser.

Hometown Holidays
This favorite holiday event was held the last Friday in November. Main Street businesses
opened their doors with beverages, finger food and desserts. Santa Claus and his elves came
up Main Street in the fire truck; stopping to participate in the museum’s tree-lighting then on to
Santa Land where about 160 children took turns sitting on his lap and having their photos
taken with the bearded gent. Many people enjoyed the horse-drawn carriage rides and music
at the Christmas Coffee House with Terry Little. A Snowball Drop was held at the intersection
of 3 & Main which brought close to 1,000 people into the downtown area. Over 40 merchants
gave away 2,700 in “label-covered” ping pong balls. Plattsmouth Main Street Association was
the co-sponsors of this holiday event with the Plattsmouth Chamber.

Tree Decorating Contest
To encourage businesses to have additional holiday traffic in
their stores, Chamber and Main Street Ass’n co-sponsored a
“Decorated Tree Contest.” Participating merchants decorated a
tree and the public voted on their favorites by dropping loose
change in each store’s container. The collected money went to
the Cass County Food Pantry. Just before Christmas, all
containers were collected totaling over $550. Sheer Design
collected the most money and was awarded the traveling
trophy.

Follow the Yellow Brick Road to Plattsmouth”
Favorable comments by merchants and shoppers alike were received on the 2007 holiday
promotion: "Follow the Yellow Brick Road.” Hundreds of people could be seen going in and out
of stores, plotting their route. With “road” maps in hand, these shoppers got their maps
stamped, signed up for free prizes, and had fun along the way. Even though this was the
second year for this promotion, many admitted it was the first time they had gone into some of
the 45 participating stores. Over $7,000 in prizes were awarded to 48 individuals whose names
were drawn for the three big prizes and those given by each participating merchant.

Goal: Promoting Plattsmouth!
Do a better job of publicizing our outstanding chamber and our community to the general public
was a major 2007 goal of your chamber board of directors. This was accomplished by
completely redoing the chamber website, finished several months ago, and producing a new 30
minute video, now near completion. The website is very popular and traffic is steady. Among
other uses, the video will soon be seen on cable stations across the state.
